And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the
wilderness, even so must the Son of man be
lifted up: That whoever believes in him
should not perish, but have eternal life.

For
every one that does evil hates the light,
neither comes to the light, lest his deeds
should be reproved.

HIM GOD RAISED UP

Then Peter opened his mouth, and said, Of
a truth I perceive that God is no respecter of
persons: But in every nation he that fears
him, and works righteousness, is accepted
with him.

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THE UNKNOWN GOD

Paul, reasoned with them out of the
scriptures that Christ must have suffered,
and risen again from the dead; and that
Jesus is Christ. And some of them believed.

Paul said, men of Athens, I found an altar
with this inscription, TO THE UNKNOWN
GOD. Him declare I to you. God that made
the world and all things therein, seeing that
he is Lord of heaven and earth, dwells not in
temples made with hands. He gives to all
life, and breath, and all things; and has made
of one blood all nations of men for to dwell
on all the face of the earth that they should
seek the Lord, if haply they might feel after
him, and find him, though he be not far from
every one of us: for in him we live, and
move, and have our being.

For as much then as we are the offspring
of God, we ought not to think that the
Godhead is like to gold, or silver, or stone,
graven by art and man's device. The times of
this ignorance God winked at; but now
commands all men everywhere to repent:
because he has appointed a day, in the which
he will judge the world in righteousness by
that man whom he has ordained; whereof he
has given assurance to all men, in that he has
raised him from the dead.

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REPENTANCE TOWARD GOD

Paul said to them, You know, I have been
with you serving the LORD with all
humility of mind. And how I kept back
nothing that was profitable to you, but have
showed you, and have taught you repentance
toward God, and faith toward our Lord Jesus
Christ. I have received of the Lord Jesus, to
testify the gospel of the grace of God. For I
have not shunned to declare to you all the
counsel of God. Take heed therefore to
yourselves, to feed the church of God, which
he has purchased with his own blood.

Also of your own selves shall men arise,
speaking perverse things, to draw away
disciples after them. Therefore watch.

Now I commend you to God, and to the
word of his grace, which is able to build you
up, and to give you an inheritance among all
them which are sanctified. I have coveted no
man's silver, or gold, or apparel. You
yourselves know, that these hands have
ministered to my necessities, and to them
that were with me. I have showed you all
things, how that so laboring you ought to
support the weak, and to remember the
words of the Lord Jesus, how he said, It is
more blessed to give than to receive.

from Acts 20
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THE GOSPEL OF GOD

Paul, a servant of Jesus Christ, separated
to the gospel of God, (Which he had
promised before by his prophets in the holy
scriptures,) concerning his Son Jesus Christ
our Lord, which was declared to be the Son
of God with power, according to the spirit of
holiness, by the resurrection from the dead:
by whom we have received grace.

I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ:
for it is the power of God to salvation to
everyone that believes; For therein is the
righteousness of God revealed from faith to
faith: as it is written, The just shall live by
faith.

For the wrath of God is revealed from
heaven against all ungodliness and
unrighteousness of men, who hold the truth
in unrighteousness; because that which may
be known of God is manifest in them; for
God has showed it to them. For the invisible
things of him from the creation of the world
are clearly seen, being understood by the
things that are made, even his eternal power
and Godhead; so that they are without
excuse: because that, when they knew God,
they glorified him not as God, neither were
thankful, not knowing that the goodness of
God leads you to repentance.

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THE LORD OVER ALL

The righteousness of God is manifested,
which is by faith of Jesus Christ to all and
on all them that believe: for there is no
difference: For all have sinned, and come
short of the glory of God; Being justified
freely by his grace through the redemption
that is in Christ Jesus. Therefore being
justified by faith, we have peace with God
through our Lord Jesus Christ. God
commends his love toward us, in that, while
we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.

Being then made free from sin, you
became the servants of righteousness. For
the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God
is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.
The Spirit itself bears witness with our
spirit, that we are the children of God: and
joint-heirs with Christ. For I reckon that the
sufferings of this present time are not
worthy to be compared with the glory which
shall be revealed in us. And we know that all
things work together for good to them that
love God.

The Lord over all is rich to all that call on
him. For whoever shall call on the name of
the Lord shall be saved. So then faith comes
by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.
Now the God of peace be with you all.

Put on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make not
provision for the flesh, to fulfill the lusts
thereof. Whether we live therefore, or die,
we are the Lord's. The kingdom of God is
not meat and drink; but righteousness, and
peace, and joy in the Holy Ghost. Let us
therefore follow after the things which make
for peace, and things with which one may
edify another.

from Romans 12-14
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THE POWER OF GOD

The preaching of the cross is the power of
God. It pleased God to save them that
believe. Eye has not seen, nor ear heard,
neither have entered into the heart of man,
the things which God has prepared for them
that love him.

Knowledge puffs up, but love edifies. If
any man think he knows anything, he knows
nothing yet as he ought to know. Whether
you eat, or drink, or whatever you do, do all
to the glory of God. Love suffers long, and
is kind; love envies not; love boasts not
itself, is not easily provoked, thinks no evil;
Rejoices not in iniquity, but rejoices in the
truth. Now abides faith, hope, love, these
three; but the greatest of these is love.

I delivered to you that which I also
received, how that Christ died for our sins
according to the scriptures; And that he was
buried, and that he rose again the third day
according to the scriptures. Awake to
righteousness, and sin not; for some have
not the knowledge of God.

Therefore, my beloved brothers, be
steadfast, unmovable, always abounding in
the work of the Lord, for as much as you
know that your labor is not in vain in the
Lord.
